The following report was provided by Cathy onApril 15th.

Cathy explained that on Frid&ypril 4th, Kass returned to the doctdshe was told
to keep using thet&phWash to clean the lesion and to putAlitabax ointment on
it as well.

Kass had one day left on the previously-prescribed oral antibiotics and was told
to take anymore unless signs of infection retuned.

After 4 days being dthe oral antibiotics and using the topid#tabax, the lesion
was "Hot and Sore!' Kass reported the soreness when she came home from
school onWednesday (April 9th, or Day 9 of the sequence).

When we removed the band-aid to dress the lesion, it appeared as if the ointme
had broke down into oils and goo, and the lesion looked inflamed (not too bad,
worse than it had been).

We called the doctés ofice and they prescribed another 5 days of oral antibioitic
(which she finished this morning). That was when (April 9th) we discontinued
using theAltabax ointment.The doctor wanted us to continue using it; but we had
doubts! So we got on the website AMTABAX and read about its characteristics
and side décts! | wish we'd had cheked it out before we uskeabax for 5

days!!!

I'm sure that the use Aftabax is why we had a problem; because since we
discontinued usingltabax and continued to uséahWash, her lesion is healing
and now looks GRER!!!

As of today (April 15th), we can't even tell there was ever a hole at all!!!
Thanks to your product, she's right back on track!!
